   Malcolm Little Was born on May 19,1925 in Omaha Nebraska. His parents were Earl and Louise Little. His father was a Baptist minister who spoke about the message of Marcus Garvey a black leader who created the Universal Negro Improvement Association. They family were chased out of Nebraska by the local Ku Kluk Klan. They moved to Lansing. Michigan.

Malcolm moves from place to place as the white people burned down his house.  His father was found dead almost cut in two and the police said it was suicide.

     Life was very hard for Malcolm mother trying to raise her children without his father. There was never any money and his mother lost many jobs when the people found out she was not white just a light skinned black. Malcolm’s mother went crazy and she was put in a mental hospital. The children were sent to different homes to live. The school he attended was Mason Junior High School and he was a very good student, who wanted to be a lawyer but the teachers told him because he was a Negro he should be a carpenter. He became discouraged.

     Malcolm went to live with his older sister in Boston. In Boston Malcolm met Shorty Jarvis, who taught him the ways of the street. He started drinking and doing drugs. He got into trouble and spent eight years in prison. In prison he met a man called Bimbi who was a Black Muslim and that was when Malcolm changed his life a join the Nation of Islam. After he was released from prison he went to spread the word of the Nation of Islam all over the country and Malcolm X was born.

     Malcolm X was a great speaker and spoke of equality, political representation, quality education and economic freedom for blacks. Malcolm X  knew a violent death would come one day and he refused a position in Africa that would keep his family safe. He became a popular speaker and split from the Nation of Islam who had tried to silence him. He spoke of a violence that would come if the whites did not follow their law not to discriminate because of the color of a person skin and to have justice for all was the only survival of America.

     Malcolm X was shot and killed on February 21, 1965,  at the Audubon Ballroom in New York City while giving a speech.

The men found quality of his death were from the Nation of Islam but memos found from the FBI boast how they started the feud between Malcolm X and the Nation of Islam.

     The book was well written and had a lot of pictures from Malcolm X life.       

I enjoyed reading it because he had a very interesting life. I would recommend others to read it to learn more about Black history. 

    I think Malcolm X was a great man, who had a hard life growing up and became a leader to his people. I think we could all learn that no matter where you come from or how hard your life is you can make a difference.
